The offering plates will not be passed, but available in 2 places for you to add your gifts

and tithes.

We will look
forward to the time to put them back. Worshippers are to refrain from singing according

to one of the many sets of instructions.

What you do:

1. Practicing over a sink,
fill the glass halfway
with water.
