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Whatôs in Your Wallet? 
 

Iôve heard this asked in a TV advertisement for some charge card ñWhatôs in your wallet?ò 
I pay very little attention to advertisements, so Iôm not even sure what the answer is 

supposed to be.  

But Jesus talks about óyour walletô many times in the gospels, and Fall is generally a 

season of Stewardship in the Presbyterian Church.  

Faithful stewardship matters more than whatôs in your wallet. Biblically thinking, one can 

own the whole world and still be poor. In Spirit. Which matters. More than anything.  

I have seen how generous the congreg ation is here at Delhi First . You always step up to 
the plate to support the youth and all the mission and outreach ministries in which we 

participate. I am proud of you in this; your generosity blesses many in this church, in this 
community, and around th e world.  

With this modus operandi of generosity, I do not yet have a clear understanding of why, 
according to the Sunday worship bulletins, our weekly and yearly giving is so far below 

that which is needed. It ôs perplexing. And worrisome.  

I am about to be y our Installed Minister. This means that God has led the PNC to issue a 

call to me and that I have decided óyesô to commit myself to this congregation, with Godôs 
help. I will be your Pastor, the shepherd who with wisdom and love will want to guide the 

flock, and will have the flockôs best interests in mind.  

Therefore, I ask you ñwhatôs in your wallet?ò As a member or friend of this congregation 

your gifts and your tithes should come from the heart, not the wallet. Jesus says, ófor 
where your treasure is, t here your heart will be also.ô It appears that the heart here is for 

mission and outreach to bless others. This is so wonderful.  

At the same time, do you wonder why our amounts needed/amounts given numbers are so 
far apart, and not enough? Does it trouble you how far behind we as a congregation are in 

our per capita giving? Do you ever consider the future of this congregation, the near 
future? Frankly, a large portion of the churchôs budget pays the salary of the Minister and 

the upkeep of the facility. Wha t do you treasure?  

The face of committed giving has changed, and not for the betterment of the Church, Iôm 

afraid. These days a non -profit organization of any kind cannot depend on generous 
endowments to sustain them in the future. What will be in our wall et in 5 years? Will we 

still have the budget to care for our facility and to afford a pastoral leader? These 
questions are important not only to think about, but to pay close attention to and look for 

solutions now. If you treasure your church and your hea rt is in it, please consider 
committing more of your financial support to the budget of the church.
